Unfortunately, we do not have access to free or discounted parking, therefore,
drop offs & pick ups are highly recommended. The loading zone, located at the south end of Bay Street, is
available for jewellers to load in and out only, provided your emergency lights are flashing. Police are vigilant
about ticketing and every year cars left in the loading zone get ticketed.
